PRO-LIFE CORNER: Analyzing the risk of mental health problems for
women after an abortion, a new meta-analysis of 22 studies - with a total of
over 800,000 participants - found that women who aborted a child have an
81% increased risk of subsequent mental health problems compared to
women who have not had an abortion. When compared to women with an
"unplanned" pregnancy who gave birth, women who had an abortion have

a 138% higher risk of mental health problems. (See P.K. Coleman, "Abortion and

BISHOP WATCH: December 16 was the one year anniversary of being a
"vacant see" that is, a diocese without a bishop. We anticipate the announce-
ment of a new bishop sometime this Spring. This makes our diocese the longest
vacant see in the United States. The other U.S. dioceses who are considered
"vacant sees" that are without a bishop and how long they have been waiting
include: Baker, Oregon (11 months); Pensacola, Florida (9 mo.); Steubenville,
Ohio (7 mo.); Tyler, Texas (5 mo.); Archdiocese of Denver (5 mo.); Arch-
diocese of Baltimore (4 mo.); Archdiocese of Indianapolis (2 mo.); and El Paso,
Texas (1 mo.).

HISTORY OF DIOCESE: The Diocese recently had published a new
history book which records the beginnings of Catholicism in northcentral
and northwest Kansas. The history book features every parish church in the
diocese with a picture and short history on each. This is being done to
commemorate the 125th anniversary of the establishment of the diocese.
These history books are available in the parish office during office hours.
They are $35 which includes tax.

SPECIAL CHRISTMAS ENVELOPE this year will be applied toward the
cost of the new concrete work that will take place on the East side of the church.
Water is seeping in along the outside wall of the church causing plaster damage
on the inside of the church. We will be installing new drainage pipe as well as
concrete to direct the rain water away from the church wall. This strategy
proved to be effective on the West side of the church, so we are trying it on

the East side now. The money given in this special envelope will be applied
toward this church maintenance project.
