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COMMONLY ASKED QUESTIONS
What are the required qualifications to be baptismal sponsor/godparent in
the Catholic Church? A sponsor/godparent must be able to do the
following according to Church law (canon #874):
1) be able to fully profess the Catholic faith, therefore must be a Catholic.
A non-Catholic baptismal sponsor is recorded as a witness in the official
record. A sponsor must be a Catholic in order to assist in raising the child
Catholic; if a person doesn’t know the Catholic faith, it is impossible to
help raise the child Catholic;
2)be committed to helping the parents to raise the child as a good Catholic
and Christian;
3)have received the sacraments of baptism, confirmation, and the Eucharist.
In other words, a person must be a fully initiated Catholic.
4) be amember of the Catholic Church who is living a life in harmony with
the faith and with the role of sponsor/godparent;
5) be at least 16 years of age;
6) not be the father or mother of the one to be baptized.
If there is only one sponsor/godparent, that sponsor may be a man or
woman, irregardless of the sex of the child. If there are two sponsors, it
should be one of each sex.
